There is a drain plug located on the bottom towardé#uok. If you oil too
much, oil will collect in the bottom of the machin¥ou should check this
every 6 months or so. You can check this by removing thpanoel. If you
see oil standing in the bottom, open the drain plug and eup&he remaining
oil with a paper towel.
